Change of name for ACPWH

At the CSP Professional Practice Development meeting on 24th April, the committee unanimously endorsed ACPWH as a CSP affiliated organisation with full recognition. We are now known as a Professional Network of the Chartered Society of Physiotherapy.

 
In order to communicate and work efficiently with the CSP Professional Groups belong to one of six Alliances. ACPWH is a member of the Client Group Alliance. 

Review of the ACPWH Constitution

As a result of the CSP CIG review process ACPWH executive has needed to review the association’s constitution in order to gain recognition. This has since led onto the committee also reviewing the objectives of the association. These should clearly reflect the work taken on by the executive on behalf of its members and more importantly recognise the full range of skills of a Women’s health physiotherapist and cover all client groups that they may be asked to see. In particular, the executive identified that many ACPWH members include bladder and bowel dysfunction and sexual health in their clinical work and which therefore means the inclusion of males as well as females in the ACPWH client group. The changes will be available soon to review on the website and be voted on at the 2012 AGM.

Change of title

Inevitably the review process has led the executive to also look at the title of the association to make sure this reflects the work of the membership. Most importantly, there is always the need for forward planning and in order to facilitate the overall development of the Professional Network the executive have, with advice from the CSP, decided to change the name of the association. 

After discussion and debate two names have been put forward for consultation;
