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It has been another excellent year for POGP. We continue to grow our membership now almost at 1400 members. 
As I have indicated in previous reports we continue to value hugely our organisational collaborations including MASIC, RCOG, IUGA, ICS, APTA, NHS, UKCS, The Pelvic Floor Society and the CSP and also our joint enterprises through individual members including RCOG CQAG, Faecal Incontinence PSP, Birth Trauma consensus project. But POGP also want to thank the members who work collectively or individually within their workplace or beyond to raise the profile and awareness of pelvic health. We would love to hear more of what you do. 
The education and training output of POGP continues to grow and we eight courses involving 27 tutors and 15 locations in the UK. We have introduced a new Pessary use for prolapse course, and other courses are planned for the future – watch this space.
Going forward, POGP are driving forward the aim and objectives from the strategic plan and from the member survey. 
Education and training mattered to you, and the Committee led by Jane Dixon has brought in a number of developments. We have revamped the portfolio process to help those members who want to achieve full membership but are not in a position to complete a relevant Master’s. At this point I want to acknowledge the huge contribution that the University of Bradford have made to the POGP organisation and we wish Catherine Carus well in her retirement, and we wish Bradford much success with their future plans. 
The patient information booklet programme has been run by Chrissie Edley for many years and they remain up to date, evidence-based and accessible to all. New titles are added regularly. 
You indicated that mentorship and advanced status was important to you as a member, and in line with the POGP strategy adopted in 2023, we will drive forward the plans develop a resource to bring together those who can mentor members into new areas of practise or to advance their practice in existing roles. 
The Journal is a valuable member resource and considerable effort by the Journal committee led by the Editor-in Chief, Gráinne Donnelly, to maintain the standing and the reach of the journal has been ongoing. The publishing world is a mysterious place and this has taken some patience to achieve. 
Strategically we commit to two main campaigns/year and the PRO team provided excellent resources for Continence Week 2024 and we will support Men’s Health Month in November. 
POGP are in the happy position of having a full Board of Trustees and Board representatives and a growing number of groups and individuals working with or for POGP. 
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As you can see from the organisational chart above the POGP organisation relies on the volunteer workforce of the Board of Trustees and committee members. The role of Trustee and serving on the committees is extremely rewarding and those who do join are astonished at the amount of work being carried out, and the variety of learning opportunities from working across diverse organisational areas such as events, publishing, policy and guideline development. The Charity commission requires a third of the Board to step down at each AGM with the longest serving members stepping down. At times this can negatively impact the work of the Board and the resigning officers can be reappointed subject to due process. You have received additional documents from those Trustees seeking election or re-election to the Board and we will seek your approval for these changes at the AGM.  
You are being asked to approve changes to the Constitution and pass a resolution which will remove the requirement for a Trustee to be a Full Member although a minimum number of Full members will be specified. 
Although due to end my term at this AGM, I have agreed to serve my final year on the Board not as Vice Chair, but as Chair with the plan to bring on a Chair-in -waiting and to support the new Treasurer, Kiransha Velingkar. I will then step off the Board of Trustees at the 2025 AGM to be held At the Conference in Edinburgh in October 2025. 
It remains a pleasure and a privilege to serve as POGP Chair and I look forward to another year of growth, innovation, collaboration and organisational strength.
